1. Cherrie Moraga believes that "traditionally, Chicano literature has not dealt with the condition of our families (...) It tends to romanticize 'la familia' (the family). "I feel," claims Moraga, "we need to kind of touch the wounds a little bit..."(Yarbo Bejarano 2001, 50)

How does Moraga go about touching the "wounds a little bit" through her collection of plays Heroes and Saints and Other Plays? Refer particularly, although not exclusively, to male roles in these plays.


Cherrie Moraga goes about "touching the wounds" through her collection of plays Heroes and Saints and Other Plays by creating emotionally charged scenes based on cultural taboos and then exploring how relationships react. Moraga creates scenes that highlight the most powerful and raw acts, creating a vivid picture that takes you in so close that you can't look away. She mesmerizes her audience with scenes that explore every detail, drawing out the most intense moments, seducing the audience with bare facts and raw thought. Moraga opens the wounds of sexuality, virginity, suicide, domestic violence, rape and others by taking her characters through these shocking events and exposes the wound by scraping away formalities and pouring the sting of veracity? Moraga goes on to touch the wounds by allowing the characters to voice their thoughts and converse with other characters dealing with the affects on their relationships. 

THOUGHTS:

RELATIONSHIPS ( characters discuss event with younger self (Corky), and family in the other two plays
